Day 3: Wednesday
Beg
Around 27-28% of all children in developing countries are estimated to under weight or stunted. These children live in poverty and don’t have money to pay for nutritious meals so they rely on the generosity of others for food.  We challenge you today, instead of packing a lunch or eating out, to beg for it and rely on the generosity of others. Humble yourself by asking those around you for their food…don’t skip lunch…beg for it.  You will see and feel what it is like to have other help you in a time of need and how no one would ever beg if they had another choice. If possible don’t mention you are doing this for JJP but let them help you because you need it. 
--Pray for the homeless in our city.  Ask the Lord to change the hearts of our city’s officials to loosen restrictions on homelessness assistance.

--Pray for Metropolitan Ministries and the Salvation Army. The holidays are a particularly difficult time of the year for these ministries. 

1 John 3

11For this is the message you have heard from the beginning, that we should love one another. 12We must not be like Cain who was from the evil one and murdered his brother. And why did he murder him? 23And this is his commandment, that we should believe in the name of his Son Jesus Christ and love one another, just as he has commanded us. 24All who obey his commandments abide in him, and he abides in them. And by this we know that he abides in us, by the Spirit that he has given us.
